The aim of this course is to help students to see the historical development and
transformation of literary theories, to name the first representatives of these theories, to
comprehend and apply the structure of the theories in depth. The course also aims to show
with examples which function literary theories value more and the philosophy behind it,
how a theory contributes to the ‘understanding of literature’ and what it adds to
contemporary and scientific literary thought.
